DOUBT2, a pragmatic, randomized controlled trial designed to test the effectiveness of aspirin after a transient
neurological event with a brain MRI brain negative for acute ischemia. The study will examine whether the
benefits of aspirin (prevention of recurrent strokes, myocardial infarction etc.) outweigh the risks (bleeding),
shared by Shelagh Coutts, MSc, BSC, MBChB, MD, FRCPC, Departments of Clinical Neurosciences,

Radiology and Community Health Sciences, University of Calgary.
